Confirm the installation position and remove the Drill screws to stud to fix main valve body.

If there is a bath tub, remove the tub spout cap. Connect the supply line to the valve, turn main water
Apply plumbers tape on all joint threads needed. valve on and confirm there is no water leakage.
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If no tub, keep the tub spout cap. Apply plumbers tape Install diverter trim sleeve and valve trim sleeve.
on all joint threads needed. Screw in trim nut.

A If welding, plumbers tape is not necessary.

finished wall
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After finished wall, install valve trim plate.
We recommend caulking around the trim.

finished wall
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Step 1

[Step 1] Push the handshower holder into the nipple.
[Step 2] Use the allen wrench to tighten the setscrews
at the bottom of the handshower holder.

[Step 1] Insert allen wrench into diverter threaded pin
and thread to diverter body. Place on top of diverter
cartridge, and thread with allen wrench until secure.

[Step 2] Thread diverter handle onto diverter
threaded pin.

[Step 3] Install valve handle and secure with set screw
using allen wrench. Place cover over set screw.

[Step 1] Loosen the set screw and remove the nipple
from a shower arm

[Step 2] Use alignment screw to help with the
placement of the trim.

NOTE: inlet fitting collar
must sit flushed with
finished wall

Apply plumber's tape and screw in handshower nipple.

[Step 1] Place plumbers tape on nipple threads.
[Step 2] Screw in nipple into plumbing and thread.

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Cold

[Step 3] Slide shower arm and trim onto the nipple and
secure with set screw.

While ON, turn valve handle to the left for HOT and right for COLD.
DIVERTER FUNCTIONS:

M Showerhead

Diverter handle facing up for showerhead.

Screw showerhead to shower arm, and hand shower
to hose. Product fully assembled.

OPERATION: vALVE FUNCTIONS:
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Hand Shower
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water ON

Turning valve ON, lift valve handle up.
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Diverter handle facing to the right for hand shower.
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Diverter handle between functions activates dual
functions (using both at the same time).



Usage

Diverter valve controls the showerhead and handshower.
Refer to drawings on "OPERATION" step.

Always turn cold water on first to help prevent any
accidental burning or scalding; especially for children and
elderly.

DO NOT use any part of the valve as a support device.

Care and Maintenance

To keep your valve looking new, wipe down after each
use with a soft cotton cloth.

Protect your valve from hard water stains and mineral
deposits by periodically using an auto spray wax.

Clean using mild liquid soap and a non-abrasive sponge
or cloth. Rinse with clean water.

Do Not Use Any Kind Of
Chemicals Or Abrasives!

Pulse may require that you return the
Product to Pulse, shipping prepaid, in which case Pulse will
provide you with a return materials authorization number
(RMA). Pulse may also require that you provide evidence
of the date you purchased the Product. Pulse will ship a
new or repaired Product to you, at the expense of Pulse,
or refund your purchase price. Service labor performed

by you or others in connection with the removal or
replacement of the Product will not be reimbursed

by Pulse.
