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Installation Instructions
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Make sure the water supply (hot/cold) line is 6 inches 
apart from the center of each pipe. 

Make sure you leave a 9 inch by 2.5 inch rectangular 
opening on your finished wall. 
 
Step 1: Add plumber's tape to nipple as shown (shorter 
end of the thread). 
 
Step 2: Screw both nipples into your plumbing

Screw nuts onto nipple until the end is flushed with 
the wall.

Slide trim into place to figure out positioning

BEFORE YOU BEGIN
Measure the following to ensure  

your tub filler will fit properly.
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Installation Instructions

Step 1: Mark trim holes on wall with a pencil. Use a 
level to make sure everything is leveled.

Make sure you have 0.75 inches on nipple protruding 
from wall

Drill holes onto wall
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Add anchors and secure trim with the provided screws. 
First screw in the screw onto the screw housing and trim 
plate to secure in place.  
Then screw cap onto housing.  
Make sure the finished side of the trim in facing outward

Used the finished nuts. Screw onto nipple flat side first 
(against trim) and secure.

Add washers to both ends of hose. Connect hex head 
end to swivel joint (6) and tapered end to handshow-
er. Place the tapered end of the hose into the hand-
shower holder

TUB FILLER FUNCTIONS: HANDSHOWER FUNCTIONS:

While ON, turn handle to the left for HOT and right  
for COLD.

Turn diverter handle to the right to turn on handshower, 
and keep going for Hot water. 

Fold arm away (left/right)

For handshower to be OFF the diverter handle should 
be facing up. The closer to the OFF position, the colder 
the water will be.

Always turn cold water on first to help prevent any 
accidental burning or scalding; especially for children 
and elderly.

Protect your tub filler from hard water stains and mineral 
deposits by periodically using an auto spray wax.

Clean using mild liquid soap and a non-abrasive sponge 
or cloth. Rinse with clean water.
